Suvarnabhumi Airport modifies International Security Screening System to Centralized One,

Beginning on 6 September

Mr. Nirandra Theeranartsin, the Suvarnabhumi Airport General Manager disclosed that on 6 September 2009
at 01.00 hr. the Airport would change the security check system for international departing passengers to
centralized one making all passengers, aircrew, employees or entrepreneurs who want to go into the area
inside the concourses have to go through body and hand-carry security scanning process to ensure security.
The system would extend more sterile areas in the passenger terminal and more efficient security practice in

the Airport.

Mr. Nirandra also said that formerly the Airport has scatterly set up security checkpoints inside the concourses
C,D,E,F and G in the areas of 3rd and 4th floors before passengers went down to hold rooms. All 12 security
checkpoints are now transferred into centralized screening system with only 6 checkpoints left in the

following places,

1. three for international departing passengers on the 4th floor in the aisle hall to Concourse D by
having one behind the passport control counters for TG premium clients and two in the area of passport
control counters on the east and west sides each.

2. two for international transferring passengers in the area on the west side of 2nd floor and in the
area of airside center on the east side of the 3rd floor

3. one for domestic transferring to international passengers, it is in the area of 2nd floor of

Concourse B

Mr. Nirandra added that the Airport still strictly follows the screening measure as ever. This is in compliance

with ICAO Security Standard and the USA Transportation Security Administration’s which are exercised by



leading airports worldwide. Thus, for convenience and swiftness in screening, all passengers are requested to
put sharp items, liquid, gel and spray of all kinds into their loaded luggages at check-in counters, because all
the said items are not allowed to be carried on board. At the security checkpoint, they are advised to be ready
for taking off their jackets, belts and put all their hand-carried bags on the provided trays in order to move
them through the x-ray machine. If they have a laptop, mobile phone and a ziplock filled with liquid; these
items will be separately put on a tray. A passenger may asked to take off their shoes to be scanned by x-ray.

The Airport has papered shoes and trays for shoes ready for them.

He also mentioned about the limitation of quantity of liquid, gel, spray or other substances alike to be carried
on board that the liquid must be put in a not over 100 ml. of capacity container and that container must be put
in a ziplocked plastic bag which can contain only not overl0 containers. Each passenger can carry one

ziplocked bag only.

Finally Mr. Nirandra said that the security checkpoints were moved to the area behind passport control
counters, however, passengers of certain airlines such as Thai Airways International, India Air, Kuwait
Airway, Jet Airways Northwest Airlines, United Airline, Qantas Airways and British Airway may have body
and hand-carry checked again prior to going into hold rooms. It depends on each airline security measure

practiced.
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
